PARENT INVOLVEMENT POLICY
Beer Middle School will:

1. Hold a special dinner for parents new to the school at the beginning of the year to inform parents of Beer’s parent involvement plan, which includes parent training programs, the P.I.E. Night schedule, Booster Club meeting dates, and parent volunteering opportunities.  School policies and procedures are also explained. With advance notice, translators can be available to assist parents who speak Chaldean, Arabic, and other foreign languages that are widely spoken in the area.  

2. Include a parent-teacher-student compact in the registration packet sent to families in August.  Information contained in this compact will be reviewed during Open House in September and the monthly Booster Club Meetings.

3. Provide parents with specific materials and suggestions for their involvement in their child’s education.  During Open House, each classroom teacher addresses curriculum standards, tools for student success, and ways in which parents can academically support their child throughout the year.  Now that electronic resources are available to support all core curricular subject areas and to monitor student achievement, parents are also educated about these resources.  An educational link for parents can be found on Beer’s website.  When possible, materials will be in major languages spoken at the school.

4. Invite parents to the scheduled parent/teacher conferences in the fall and spring.  Parents are encouraged to complete a perception survey at these meetings and are also encouraged to provide feedback to staff members and administrators in these conferences.  In addition, staff members will arrange parent-requested conferences to further discuss their concerns.

5. Schedule P.I.E. Nights (Parent Involvement Event) regularly throughout the school year.  All parent involvement meetings/activities are posted on the website and marquis.  Events will also be advertised to each household utilizing the automated phone system.  With advance notice, translators can be available to assist parents who speak Chaldean, Arabic, and other foreign languages that are widely spoken in the area.  

6. Provide training through P.I.E. Nights to help parents work with their children at home to improve their academic achievement. The topics presented at these events are determined with parent input, and focus upon technology, curriculum, organization, and study skills.  Parent feedback on each program identifies its strengths and weaknesses, which are then utilized to improve future programs.
7. Include parent involvement information in each edition of the school newsletter.  Opportunities for parents to volunteer and attend special events at the school, an invitation for parents to attend training sessions, as well as recognition for those who get involved are included.  
8. Make information about homework available through written communication and Beer’s website “Homework Hotline.”
9. Provide electronic access to the PowerSchool parent portal, which allows parents to view and monitor students’ academic achievement.  In addition, parents can receive automatic updates assignments, grades, and progress based upon their own preferences.  

10. Schedule time with parents during the school day and in the evenings to discuss Title I programming, answer questions, and evaluate services.  Many evening opportunities are provided immediately before the monthly Booster Meetings.
11. Conduct an annual survey to gather the opinions and perceptions of parents about Beer Middle School.

12. Solicit parent feedback through electronic and paper submissions which are monitored monthly by the School Improvement Team.
