3) School wide goals must be geared toward enhancing student academic achievement (may be indirectly) and must be measurable with data we can efficiently retrieve.  First suggestion--goal around assignments and motivation.

4) Make a list of what is on these charts that are "out of our control" and then focus on what is left on these charts.

5) Draft 1-2 SMART goals--specific, measurable, attainable, results-oriented, and timebound.  These should be something we can all work on that are not tied to one specific academic area.
