· Students will receive a zero for class work not turned in.
· The lowest grade that a student may receive on a completed assignment is 50%.

· Incomplete homework will receive the percentage that is achieved.  Late work will not be accepted.

· Credit may be given for work missed due to an out-of-school suspension provided the student completes and submits all required assignments upon return to school.

CLASSROOM RULES
