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SELECTING YOUR COURSE OF STUDY  
 
 
Warren Consolidated Schools provides a variety of courses to meet the needs, interests, abilities, and career 
goals of each student.  The district believes that student needs are the guiding force in offering meaningful 
high school courses and programs. 

 

High school students must plan their four year program with graduation requirements and career planning in 
mind.  A four-year planning guide is included on page ten of this course book for student use.  Please utilize 
the Career Pathways information included in the booklet for additional planning assistance.  In addition to

 What courses will help me develop my career or occupational interests?

 What courses will be good for me at this time of my life? 
 
Developing a program of study is a combined effort on the part of student, parent, teacher, counselor, and 
school administrator.  The major responsibility for developing a good four-year program belongs to the 
student and his/her parents.  Each student should review his/her plan with parents so that educational and 
career goals may be reached by the time of graduation.  The counselors are also available to provide guidance 
in making course selections and career decisions.  They are dedicated to helping all students take advantage of 
a wide range of opportunities and acquire the best preparation for their future. 
 
While developing a four-year plan, understand that the majority of our courses are semester based, which 
effects how students earn credit, how cumulative grade points are averaged, and how class rank is 
determined.  Some courses such as, foreign language, math, music, science, WCSPA, CPC and MMSTC, require 
two semesters to complete the course and therefore, are considered full year courses.  Students earn a half 
credit for each semester course or a total of one credit for the full year course.  Full year courses are shown 
with paired course numbers, such as 1611/1612 Geometry. 
 
Success in high school depends on many things; there is no substitute for consistent and diligent study, just as 
there is no substitute for good preparation and good study habits. 
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GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS  
 
 
It shall be the policy of the Board of Education to acknowledge each student's successful completion of the 
instructional program appropriate to the achievement of District goals and objectives as well as personal 
proficiency by the awarding of a diploma at fitting graduation ceremonies. 

The Board shall award a regular high school diploma to every student enrolled in this District who meets the 
requirements of graduation established by this Board as provided by State law. If a student fulfills the 
requirements for a State-endorsed transcript described in the District's administrative guidelines, it shall be so 
indicated both on the student's diploma and his/her transcript. 

Beginning with the Class of 2011 and consistent with the legislative acts defining the Michigan Merit 
Curriculum, any student satisfying all requirements identified in their approved Personal Curriculum shall also 
be awarded a diploma. 

Special education students who properly complete the programs specified in their I.E.P. and have received the 
recommendation of the I.E.P.C. may participate in graduation activities and may be awarded a District-
endorsed or State-endorsed transcript as recommended by the student's I.E.P.C. Reasonable accommodation 
shall be made for students with disabilities under Section 504 to assist them in taking the Michigan Merit 
Exam (MME) and other required tests. 

Warren Consolidated Schools has established guidelines for any high school student who wishes to test-out of 
a course in which s/he is not enrolled. Students successfully testing out of a class shall receive credit counting 
toward the required number of credits needed for graduation.  

Commencement exercises will include only those students who have successfully completed requirements as 
certified by the high school principal. No student who has completed the requirements for graduation shall be 
denied a diploma as a disciplinary measure. A student may be denied participation in the ceremony of 
graduation, however, when personal conduct so warrants. 

All students are required to be enrolled in 6 courses per semester and must successfully complete all courses 
listed below earning a minimum of 22.5 credits to graduate. 

Graduation requirements are determined by the legislation that defines the Michigan Merit Curriculum and by 
those courses approved by the Board consistent with these legislative statutes. 

Consistent with legislation that defines the Michigan Merit Curriculum, the District recognizes that in limited 
circumstances, a "Personal Curriculum", consistent with the students Educational Development Plan (EDP), 
may be requested by the parent/guardian of a student. These instances will be approved only after "all other 
educational options" have been attempted and will be monitored under stringent requirements as defined by 
the State. If approved, once all the requirements of a "Personal Curriculum" have been met, the Board will 
bestow a high school diploma upon the student even if all requirements of the Michigan Merit Curriculum 
have not been satisfied.

These courses are identified in the Course Selection Guide which is published 
annually. Students are required to have a total of thirty (30) or more hours of cumulative Online Learning 
within these courses.

ENGLISH 9  
COURSE ID: HS0011 /  HS0012  (BOARD APPROVED) 

The Michigan Curriculum Framework provides an excellent 
model for Ninth Grade Language Arts with a focus on reading, 
writing, technology, research and inquiry, speaking, listening 
and viewing.  Effective reading and writing strategies will be 
taught to enhance student skills and higher order thinking.  
This will be accomplished while students speak, listen, view 
and analyze content, evaluate presentations and problem 
solve.  Multiple genres and literary devices will be examined 
as well as thematic and technical material.  Focus will be 
placed on solid paragraph development, proper mechanics 
and grammar.  Emphasis will be placed on the following 
writing strategies ς descriptive, narrative, persuasive, 
reflective, compare/contrast and literary analysis.  
Technology, including computer-assisted research and proper 
documentation of research materials, will be integrated 
throughout the semester. 
 
 

ENGLISH 9 (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8706 /  HS8707  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Emphasis is placed on developing basic reading skills/ 
strategies, writing process, critical thinking skills, and verbal 
skills.  Through individualized pacing and group instruction, 
students work on improving writing and reading techniques. 
 
 

ENGLISH SKILLS (CI PROGRAM) 
COURSE ID: HS8938/HS8939  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course, using the Michigan Standards/Benchmarks, will 
explore English and language arts concepts to improve 
independence in everyday life. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

ENGLISH 10 COLLEGE PREP 
COURSE ID: HS0101 /  HS0102  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Tenth Grade College Preparatory English will provide the 
college-bound student with an overview of World Literature.  
The students will apply reading, writing, technology, research, 
speaking, listening and viewing skills to enhance the study 
and analysis of World Literature and expand higher level 
thinking.  Critical thinking skills will be emphasized with 
attention directed at abstract thinking with regards to 
historical, cultural, and literary development as reflected in 
changing World Literature.  Multiple genres and literary 
devices, as well as thematic and informational material will 
be examined and analyzed.  In addition, students will refine 
and polish the following styles of writing ς reflective, 
narrative, and descriptive, compare/contrast, persuasive, and 
literary analysis.  Students will give formal presentations 
utilizing technology to analyze, present ideas, and support 
opinions. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of English 9 
 
 

ENGLISH 10 
COURSE ID: HS0111 /  HS0112  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Using World Literature as an instructional base, Tenth Grade 
Language Arts students will focus on reading, writing, 
technology, and research as outlined in the Michigan 
Curriculum Framework.  Throughout the course, students will 
integrate listening, viewing, and speaking to interpret and 
report findings, examine auditory presentations, draw 
conclusions, problem solve, and apply critical thinking skills.  
Effective reading strategies, multiple genres, literary devices, 
and thematic selections will be examined.  By applying 
conventions of the writing process, students will refine and 
polish each of the following writing types - reflective, 
narrative, and descriptive, compare/contrast, persuasive, and 
literary analysis.  In addition, a national or global issue will be 
examined so the student may demonstrate the research 
writing process.  Technology will be utilized to analyze, 
present ideas, and support opinions while enhancing reading, 
vocabulary, composition, and presentation skills.   
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of English 9 
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ENGLISH 10 (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8708 /  HS8709  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students will continue to develop communication skills in 
reading for information, writing narrative and descriptive 
essays, and speaking and listening skills.  Emphasis on 
Computer Assisted Instruction will be integrated into the 
lessons through individualized pacing and group instruction. 
 

ENGLISH 11 COLLEGE PREP 
COURSE ID: HS0201 /  HS0202  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Eleventh Grade College Preparatory English will provide the 
college-bound student with an overview and appreciation of 
American Literature.  Active reading strategies, process 
writing, and higher order/critical thinking skills will be utilized 
to establish and evaluate abstract thinking.  Students will 
conduct literary analysis and interpretation and demonstrate 
understanding through narrative, reflective, descriptive, 
persuasive literary analysis, and research writing formats.  
The historical, cultural, and literary development as reflected 
in the changing American Literature will be examined through 
technology, speaking, listening, and viewing skills. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of English 10CP 
 

ENGLISH 11 
COURSE ID: HS0211 /  HS0212  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This integrated experience, which is based on American 
Literature, will provide eleventh grade Language Arts students 
the opportunity to expand and polish reading, writing, 
research, technology, listening, viewing, and speaking skills 
while studying a variety of genres.  Active reading strategies, 
process writing, and higher order/critical thinking skills will be 
utilized to analyze and interpret reading selections from 
specific time periods.  Students will connect to their own lives 
while demonstrating proficiency of writing process through 
narrative, reflective, descriptive, persuasive literary analysis, 
and research writing.  Students will demonstrate effective use 
of technology through a variety of presentation formats.   
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of English 10  
 

ENGLISH 11 (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8710 /  HS8711  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is designed to expand informational reading, 
critical thinking and reflective techniques.  Through 
individualized pacing and group instruction, the second 
semester will focus on independent reading skills and 
expanding writing skills through Computer Assisted 
Instruction. 
 
 
 

ENGLISH 12 COLLEGE PREP 
COURSE ID: HS0301 /  HS0302  (BOARD APPROVED) 

English 12 CP is designed for the college-bound student.  The 
primary text is an anthology of English literature 
supplemented by works such as Hamlet and 1984.  Higher 
order thinking skills and expository writing are emphasized.  
Students will experience a wide range of learning experiences 
including research projects, oral presentation, and group 
work.  Various forms of expository writing will be studied, 
including reflective, persuasive, narrative and descriptive 
essays, literary analysis, and comparison/contrast papers.   
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of English 11CP 
 
 

ENGLISH 12 
COURSE ID: HS0311 /  HS0312  (BOARD APPROVED) 

English 12 is geared toward the student who plans to attend 
community college or plans to enter the work force upon 
graduation from high school.  The primary text is an 
anthology of English literature supplemented by paperbacks 
such as Frankenstein.  Increasing reading comprehension and 
critical thinking skills are the primary goals of the class.  
Expository writing will include the writing of resumes, cover 
letters, persuasive essays, and compare/contrast papers.   
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of English 11 
 

ENGLISH 12 (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8811 /  HS8812  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students will continue to develop their reading, writing, 
speaking and listening skills.  Students will work on extended 
reading and writing projects through individualized pacing 
and group instruction. 
 
 

AP LANGUAGE & COMPOSITION 
COURSE ID: HS0331 /  HS0332   (BOARD APPROVED) 

Advanced Placement English is designed for the student who 
has demonstrated his ability to meet the demands of college 
preparatory courses and who wishes to advance his English 
skills to the collegiate level while still in high school.  The 
demands of this course are rigorous, as extensive reading and 
expository writing are required.  Successful completion of the 
optional AP placement tests may result in college English 
credit(s) for the student. 
 
An honor point may be earned for this course. 
Recommended for 11

th
 Grade.  
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AP LITERATURE & COMPOSITION 
COURSE ID: HS0341 /  HS0342   (BOARD APPROVED) 

Advanced Placement English is designed for the student who 
has demonstrated his ability to meet the demands of college 
preparatory courses and who wishes to advance his English 
skills to the collegiate level while still in high school.  The 
demands of this course are rigorous, as extensive reading and 
expository writing are required.  Successful completion of the 
optional AP placement tests may result in college English 
credit(s) for the student. 
 
An honor point may be earned for this course.    
Recommended for 12

th
 Grade. 

 

ADVANCED COMPOSITION 
COURSE ID: HS0400   (BOARD APPROVED) 

Advanced Composition focuses on expository writings with 
emphasis on organization and application of ideas.  Corollary 
readings are examined for analysis and modeling.  Students 
refine research and editing skills as they prepare a minimum 
of one written assignment each week.   
 
This is an advanced course which will prepare students for a 
college, freshman-level composition class.  An honor point 
may be earned for this course.  Recommended for 11

th
 or 

12
th

 Grade. 
 

TWENTIETH CENTURY AMERICAN LITERATURE 
COURSE ID: HS0410  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course will deal with the study of American prose since 
the completion of Realistic development.  The students will 
study the diverse trends, techniques, and genres in American 
prose literature and apply their knowledge to the critical 
evaluation of prose style, content, and form.  Student 
evaluation will take the form of classroom discussion, essay 
tests, and at least one substantial research-based project.  
Process writing will be employed for composition 
assignments. 
 
This is an advanced course for the college-bound student.  
An honor point may be earned for this course.  
Recommended for 11

th
 or 12

th
 Grade. 

 

LITERATURE TO FILM 
COURSE ID: HS0555  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students will read classic and contemporary novels, short 
stories and plays, view the corresponding film, and utilize 
writing skills through critiques, analysis, response journals 
and compare/contrast essays 
 
 Recommended for 11

th
 or 12

th
 Grade.  

 

POWER READING 1 & 2 
COURSE ID: HS0420 (1)/HS0430 (2)  (BOARD APPROVED) 

These are individualized reading improvement courses 
designed for those students who want to increase their 
reading comprehension.  Students are pre-tested and placed 
in groups according to their vocabulary and comprehension 
levels.  By working with a computerized reading program and 
various workbooks, students should improve their reading 
efficiency and flexibility, literal and inferential comprehension, 
vocabulary, and independent reading. 
 

CREATIVE WRITING 1 
COURSE ID: HS0455  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course offers students an opportunity to pursue various 
creative writing styles, learn editing skills, and prepare their 
works for contests and publications.  
 

CREATIVE WRITING 2 
COURSE ID: HS0456  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Creative Writing 2 is an advanced writing class.  Students will 
journal on a daily basis.  Three required major writing projects 
include story, a two-act play and a book of poetry.  The 
projects will be conceived by the student in consultation with 
the instructor who will also monitor progress.  Process and 
deadlines will closely follow those of publishing houses. 
 
Recommendation: Creative Writing 1 
 

SHAKESPEARE 
COURSE ID: HS0540  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course will provide students with an essential knowledge 
of Shakespearean theater in terms of background, structure, 
language, and historical content.  Elements, such as, literary 
and dramatic techniques found in the plays of William 
Shakespeare will be examined. 
 
Recommended for 12

th
 Grade. 

 
 

ELD-ENGLISH COMMUNICATION 
COURSE ID: HS7801/HS7802  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Focus of English communication is for students who have 
never studied English or have very limited English reading, 
writing and speaking skills.  Basic interpersonal 
communication skills are also developed. 
 
Recommendation: Scores and placement are based on the 
State English Language Proficiency Assessment Test (ELPA).  
Only elective credit is earned for this course.

ELD-ENGLISH LITERACY 
COURSE ID: HS7803/HS7804  (BOARD APPROVED) 

English Literacy will continue the development of speaking, 
reading, and writing skills and strategies for students who 
have had limited English language instruction.  Emphasis on 
phonic awareness and thematic units are continued.  Reading 
and writing skills are further developed through direct 
instruction that includes word study, vocabulary, basic 
sentence and paragraph writing, and comprehension of oral 
and written language.   
 
Recommendation: Scores and placement are based on the 
State English Language Proficiency Assessment Test (ELPA).  
English credit may be earned for this course. 
 
 

PUBLIC SPEAKING 1 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0510 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course helps students relieve anxiety of speaking before 
others while experiencing various speech forms.  This course 
includes one-to-one communication, group discussion, basic 
and formal speech forms and parliamentary procedures. 
 
 

PUBLIC SPEAKING 2 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0520  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course refines skills learned in Public Speaking 1, 
introduces the elements of debate and has practice in this 
speech form.   
 
Recommendation: Public Speaking 1 
 
 

PUBLIC SPEAKING 3 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0530  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course assists students with refining speech skills as 
students learn several components of forensic expression.   
 
Recommendation: Public Speaking 2 
 
 

INTRODUCTION TO NEWSPAPER/YEARBOOK (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0710  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This introductory course focuses on the study of the principles 
related to newspaper and yearbook production which includes 
copy writing, layout design, photography and 
advertising/merchandising. 
 
 
 
 

NEWSPAPER 1 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0711/HS0712  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is designed as a production class for editing and 
printing the school newspaper.  The class will provide students 
with hands-on knowledge of interviewing, writing, 
photography, layout, and design. 
 
Recommendation: Introduction to Newspaper/Yearbook 
 
 

NEWSPAPER 2 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0721/HS0722  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is designed for students to continue to work on 
the school publication.  Students will use Page Maker, 
Windows, and CorelDraw, and Photoshop to produce the 
newspaper.   
 
Recommendation: Newspaper 1 
 
 

NEWSPAPER 3 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0741/HS0742  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This advanced course is a continuation of Newspaper 2 which 
will give students additional newspaper experience and 
possibly assume an editorial position with the paper. 
 
Recommendation: Newspaper 2 
 
 

YEARBOOK 1 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0715/HS0715  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is designed to construct, edit, print, sell and 
distribute the high school yearbook.  Class work includes all 
phases of yearbook activities necessary to produce a historical

This course is designed for students to receive an additional 
year of experience in publication of the yearbook.  The class 
provides additional experience with computer layout and 
design, photography, and camera-ready yearbook pages 
using the latest publication technology. 
 
Recommendation: Yearbook 1 
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YEARBOOK 3 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0751/HS0752  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This advanced course will provide students the opportunity to 
continue with the school publication and possibly assume an 
editorial position on the yearbook staff.  
 
Recommendation: Yearbook 2 
 
 

PHOTO JOURNALISM 1-CHS (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0810  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course provides students with an introduction to the 
many aspects of photography and graphics.  Students learn

Basic Digital photography is included in this course as 
students use a digital camera, flatbed scanner, negative 
scanner and the computer program Photoshop. Students are 
also introduced to photography ethics and responsibility. 
 
 

PHOTO JOURNALISM 2-CHS (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS0812  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This hands-on course refines skills learned in Photo/Graphics 1 
and introduces advanced procedures.  The focus of the course

New skills such 
as loading a film reel, developing special techniques in the 
darkroom, portrait work, close-up photography, and 
advanced Photoshop techniques are introduced.  Students 
leave the course with a portfolio of their work. 
 
It is strongly recommended that students be competent in 
computer skills before registering for this class.

(VPA)

interviewing, videotaping, and broadcasting events. 
 
Recommendation: Public Speaking

ALGEBRA 1 
COURSE ID: HS1601/HS1602  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This one-year  college preparatory course will help students to 
view algebra not only as a theoretical tool for analyzing and 
describing mathematical relationships, but they will also 
experience the power of algebraic thinking in a context of 
applications by studying the mathematical modeling of real-
world problems.  The course content will include a rigorous 
approach to solving, graphing, and writing linear equations, 
inequalities, and quadratics. 
 
 

ELD-ALGEBRA 1 
COURSE ID: HS7881/HS7882  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This one-year  college preparatory course will help students to 
view algebra not only as a theoretical tool for analyzing and 
describing mathematical relationships, but they will also 
experience the power of algebraic thinking in a context of 
applications by studying the mathematical modeling of real-
world problems.  The course content will include a rigorous 
approach to solving, graphing, and writing linear equations, 
inequalities, and quadratics.

ALGEBRA SKILLS (CI PROGRAM) 
COURSE ID: HS8928/HS8929  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course follows the Michigan Standards and Benchmarks 
and is designed to increase basic algebra skills to improve 
independence in everyday life. 
 
 

ACCELERATED GEOMETRY 
COURSE ID: HS1701/HS1703  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a one-year college preparatory Geometry course for 
the accelerated mathematics student.  The course content will 
include a rigorous in-depth study of geometric concepts from 
an algebraic perspective.  Included in this course is a study of 
both two and three dimensional shapes, congruence, 
similarity, transformations and the relationships between 
geometric shapes.  If a student expects to study Calculus as a

 grader, this course should be taken in the 9

th
 grade. 

 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Algebra 1 
 
 

GEOMETRY 
COURSE ID: HS1611/HS1612  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a one-year college preparatory geometry course 
studying geometric concepts from an algebraic perspective.  
Included in this course is a study of both two and three 
dimensional shapes, congruence, similarity, transformations 
and the relationships between geometric shapes. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Algebra 1 
 
 

GEOMETRY (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8721/HS8722  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Through individual pacing and group instruction, the one-year 
course will focus on the key topics that provide a strong 
foundation in the essentials of geometry.  Topics include 
basics of geometry, segments and angles, parallel and 
perpendicular line, triangle relationships, congruent triangles, 
quadrilaterals, similarity, polygons and area, surface area and 
volume, right triangle and trigonometry and circles. 
 

 

GEOMETRY SKILLS (CI PROGRAM) 
COURSE ID: HS8932/HS8933  (BOARD APPROVED) 

The course is designed to meet the Michigan Standards/Benchmarks 
and increase basic geometry skills to improve independence in 
everyday life. 
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ALGEBRA 2 
COURSE ID: HS1621/HS1622  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a one-year college preparatory course that will help 
students view algebra not only as a theoretical tool for 
analyzing and describing mathematical relationships, but they 
will also experience the power of algebraic thinking in the 
context of application by studying the mathematical 
modeling of the real world problems.  The course content will 
include a rigorous approach to the family of functions: linear, 
quadratic, polynomial, power, logarithmic, and recursive. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Algebra 1, 
Geometry, or Accelerated 
 

 

ALGEBRA 2 (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8802/HS8803  (11

TH
 GRADE) (BOARD APPROVED) 

COURSE ID: HS8804/HS8805  (12
TH

 GRADE) (BOARD APPROVED) 

These four semesters continue to reinforce the mastering of 
Algebra.  Through individual pacing and group instruction, the 
class will continue to focus on algebraic expression, real 
number properties, linear equations and basic statistics.  
Activities will include manipulative and graphing calculators.   
 

 

CONSUMER MATH (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8778/HS8779  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This two-semester class is designed to provide students with 
essential skills in the following areas of consumer math 
problem solving, earning and spending money, managing 
personal finances, creating and maintaining budgets, taxes 
and retirement.  The last 10 weeks of the second semester will 
focus on strategies, thinking skills, observation skills, and 
reflective writing through individual pacing and group 
instruction. 
 
 

INVESTIGATIVE MATH SKILLS (CI PROGRAM) 
COURSE ID: HS8979/HS8980  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course focuses on Math in a variety of ways such as 
working with different measurements using a variety of tools, 
simple banking, cardinal and ordinal numbers, roman 
numerals as they relate to a clock, advanced multiplication 
and division, and fractions as they relate to everyday activities 
like cooking. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

STATISTICS 
COURSE ID: HS1557/HS1558  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students will utilize and analyze sampling methods, apply 
principle of effective data analysis and data presentation, and 
design and analyze experiments.  Topics ranging from central 
tendency (mean, median, mode, standard deviation), normal 
distribution, combinations, permutations, surveys and 
experiments will be covered to ensure students develop the 
data analysis and decision making skills that will serve them in 
their further study of mathematics. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Geometry or 
Accelerated Geometry 
 
 

TRIG., STATISTICS, AND ANALYTIC GEOMETRY 
COURSE ID: HS1653/HS1654  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a one-year college preparatory course designed to 
prepare the student for college mathematics including 
calculus.  The course content will include a study of 
trigonometry, statistics, and analytic geometry.  Topics to be 
covered in the course include periodic function, circular 
function, measure of central tendency, standard deviation, 
variance and correlation, analytical approaches to proofs, 
vectors, and matrices. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Geometry, 
Algebra 2 
 
 

ALGEBRA 2 AND TRIGONOMETRY 
COURSE ID: HS1711/HS1712  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a one-year college preparatory course designed for the 
accelerated mathematics student.  The course content will 
include a rigorous study of Algebra 2 and Trigonometry topics.   
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of accelerated 
Geometry or Geometry An honor point may be earned for 
this course. 
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ACCELERATED PRE-CALCULUS 
COURSE ID: HS1721/HS1722  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a one-year college preparatory course designed for the 
accelerated 11

th
 grade mathematics student whose goal is to 

complete calculus in his/her 12
th
 grade year.  The course 

content will include a study of a mathematical system from 
an analytical point of view, vector algebra, vector geometry, 
and the solution of higher order equations. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Algebra 2 
Trigonometry Accelerated.  An honor point may be earned in 
this course. 
 
 

CALCULUS 
COURSE ID: HS1725/HS1726  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a one-year college preparatory course designed for 
students who wish to have maximum preparation for college 
calculus. The course content will include a study the 
mathematics of change and motion, linear and quadratic 
functions, trigonometry, log functions, and determining area 
and volumes. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Pre-Calculus 
 
 

AP CALCULUS 
COURSE ID: HS1731/HS1722  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a one-year course designed for the accelerated 12
th
 

grade mathematics student who is considering advanced 
placement in college or wishes to have maximum preparation 
for college calculus.  The course content will include a study 
the mathematics of change and motion, linear and quadratic 
functions, trigonometry, log functions, and determining area 
and volumes. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Pre-Calculus.  
An honor point may be earned in this course.

BIOLOGY 
COURSE ID: HS3101/HS3102  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class is a college prep biological survey course that 
introduces a variety of topics ranging from the study of living 
things to environmental problems including cells, 
classification, heredity, evolution and ecosystems.  A special 
emphasis will be placed on students doing the work of 
investigation, as well as reading, discussing and resolving 
biologically related issues and topics. 
 

 

BIOLOGY (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8759/HS8760  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This two semester course will explore a variety of topics 
ranging from the study of living things to environmental 
problems including cells, classification, heredity, evolution, 
and ecosystems.  Through individualized and group 
instruction, emphasis will be placed on observation skills, 
student investigation, experiment interpretation, critical 
thinking and writing, and solving biologically related issues 
and topics. 
 

 

BIOLOGY SKILLS (CI PROGRAM) 
COURSE ID: HS8948/HS8949  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course explores the Michigan Standards and Benchmarks 
of basic biology concepts and themes. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

ELD-EXPLORING BIOLOGY 
COURSE ID: HS7833/HS7834  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students enrolled in English Literacy may take this course.  
Basic scientific vocabulary, reading and writing will be 
expanded.  This course places emphasis on constructing, 
reflecting, and using biological knowledge. Themes covered in 
this course include: energy, change, scale, interaction and 
systems as they relate to cells, heredity, evolution, 
classification of living things and ecosystems.   
Recommendation: Scores and placement are based on the 
State English Language Proficiency Assessment Test (ELPA).  
Note: Biology credit is earned for this course 
 
 

ENVIRONMENTAL AND DEVELOPMENTAL BIOLOGY 
COURSE ID: HS3111/HS3112  (BOARD APPROVED 08/2009) 

The first term introduces students to complex environmental 
issues that include environmental quality, plant systems, 
human resources, conservation, pollution, and ecosystems. 
This involves the study of biology, chemistry, and demography 
that deals with the interaction between man and nature. 
During the second term, the emphasis is placed on 
embryology and biotechnology. The course will focus on the 
structure of DNA, genetic variation, and cloning. The final 
area of study will include what role genes play on the 
embryonic development of animals. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Biology 1 and 
Algebra 1 
 

 COMPARATIVE ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY 
COURSE ID: HS3115/HS3116  (BOARD APPROVED 08/2009) 

Comparative anatomy and physiology is the study of 
similarities and differences in the form and function of living 
organisms. This course will examine vertebrate anatomy from 
behavioral, physiological, and evolutionary perspectives. The 
course will focus on origin, evolution, and development of 
vertebrates with special emphasis on the human body. The 
course will concentrate on the body at a microscopic level and 
then move on to the individual systems including the skeletal, 
muscular, nervous, endocrine, reproductive, digestive, 
respiratory, and urinary system.  Along with these topics, 
students will explore current scientific issues by reading and 
evaluating original literature so that they have direct access 
to new developments in the field of evolution and anatomy / 
physiology.  A substantial amount of laboratory experience 
will be involved including an extensive pig dissection with a 
lab practical assessment.   
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Environmental 
and Developmental Biology 
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 AP BIOLOGY 
COURSE ID: HS3117/HS3118  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is equivalent to a college-level introductory 
biology course. Major areas of study include molecules and 
cells, heredity and evolution, and organisms and populations. 
The major goals of this course are to help students develop a 
conceptual framework for modern biology and to help 
students gain an appreciation for science as a process. 
Completion of this course will prepare students for the AP 
Biology exam. Students electing this course should be highly 
motivated, self-disciplined and inquisitive.  Recommendation:  
 
Satisfactory completion of Biology.   An honor point may be 
earned in this course. 
 
  

CHEMISTRY 1 
COURSE ID: HS3121/HS3122  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course provides students with an understanding of 
chemical principles and skills that are needed for college.  The 
study of chemistry includes laboratory investigation, problem 
solving activities, textbook study, lecture, and class discussion.  
The structure and properties of matter, organic and inorganic 
chemistry, energy, consumer science, technology, history and 
societal issues make up the content of this class.   
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Algebra 1 
 

 

CHEMISTRY (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8761/HS8762  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Through individualized pacing and group instruction, this two-
semester course will be an inquiry-oriented chemistry class.  It

This course explores a variety of basic science concepts and 
themes through the Michigan Standards/Benchmarks. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

HONORS CHEMISTRY 
COURSE ID: HS3123/HS3124  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a more rigorous chemistry course, requiring additional 
mathematical experience, and a greater commitment from 
the student.  The course includes the content described in the 
Chemistry 1 course with additional emphasis on advanced 
topics for the college bound or AP Chemistry students. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Algebra 1 
 

CHEMISTRY 2 
COURSE ID: HS3131/HS3132  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is an advanced chemistry course that explores a 
variety of topics in chemistry with emphasis on: thermo 
chemistry, organic chemistry, nuclear reaction, 
electrochemistry, acids, bases and salts and chemical 
bonding.  The final 10 weeks will consist of laboratory study of 
introductory qualitative analysis. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Chemistry 1 
  

AP CHEMISTRY 
COURSE ID: HS3181/HS3182  (BOARD APPROVED) 

AP Chemistry covers topics and information normally 
contained in a first-year college general chemistry course.  
This course is intended to prepare the student for success on 
the AP Chemistry Exam.  Emphasis will be given to areas not 
covered in Chemistry 1, including, but not limited to Kinetic-
Molecular Theory of Matter, Solutions/Acid-Base Reactions, 
Thermo Chemistry, Oxidation/Reduction Reactions, Organic 
Reactions, and Nuclear Chemistry.  This course is supported 
by many extensive labs, some of which may require students 
to spend time outside the traditional school day to complete.  
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Chemistry 1.  
An honor point may be earned in this course. 
 
 

PHYSICS 
COURSE ID: HS3301/HS3302  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a college prep class designed for the students who 
have a curiosity about the physical world.  Emphasis is placed 
on understanding the concepts of energy, energy transfer, 
energy conservation, and radiation, developing laboratory 
skills and using scientific method to investigate, applying the 
ideas of physics to technology and developing an awareness 
of the impact of physics on society. 
 
Recommendation: Satisfactory completion of Algebra 2 or 
taking Algebra 2 concurrently 
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PHYSICS (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8780/HS8781  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This two-semester course will be an inquiry-oriented class that 
will include a focus on the physics of sports, medicine, home 
design and transportation.  Through individualized pacing and 
group instruction, students will learn to apply physics directly 
to the world in which they live. 
 

AP PHYSICS 
COURSE ID: HS3311/HS3312  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This mathematically rigorous course is equivalent to an 
introductory college-level physics course. Topics covered 
include: mechanics, thermodynamics, electricity and 
magnetism, optics, and quantum mechanics. Laboratory 
experiments are an integral component of this course.  
Completion of this course will prepare students for the AP 
Physics B exam. Students electing this course should be highly 
motivated, self-disciplined, and inquisitive. 
 

FORENSICS 
COURSE ID: HS3061  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class is an elective, inquiry-oriented science class that will 
focus on criminal forensics.  Through a sequence of lab based 
activities, students will gain an understanding and 
appreciation of the role of science in solving crimes.  These 
activities will include fingerprinting, simulated drug evidence 
analysis, ink chromatography, and an introduction to DNA 
analysis 
 

ASTRONOMY 
COURSE ID: HS3064  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class is an elective, inquiry-based science which will focus 
on the fundamental study of the universe.  It will primarily 
explore the nature of weather patterns, moon phases, 
seasons, stars and galaxies.  Students will explore these 
phenomena through a sequence of lab activities where they 
will make observations, analyze data, do research and 
problem solve in order to develop an understanding of how 
these forces of nature affect Earth.  
 

ELD-HEALTHY LIVING 
COURSE ID: HS7841/HS7842  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students enrolled in English Communication will take this 
course.  The Human Body course will prepare students with 
the basic science vocabulary for reading, writing and 
speaking.  The five areas of study will be the body unit, body 
system, nutrition and diet, physical/mental/emotional health 
and personal safety.  
 
Only elective credit is earned for this course

Course work will employ a variety of analytical skills to assess 
historical materials so that students can arrive at conclusions 
based on an informed judgment.

American Government offers students the opportunity to 
learn about the three branches of government and their role 
and responsibility as citizens.  The goals of this class are that 
students recognize the strengths and weaknesses of 
democratic form of government and develop a realization of 
the necessity of individual participation to ensure a 
successfully functioning government. 

 

 

AMERICAN GOVERNMENT (SPECIAL EDUCATION) 
COURSE ID: HS8741 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This one semester course will focus on understanding the 
functions of government through individualized pacing and 
group instruction.  Important topics discussed include the 
United States Constitution, the Presidency, Congress, the 
Supreme Court, state and local governments, political parties 
and foreign policy. 

 

 

GOVERNMENT SKILLS (CI PROGRAM) 
COURSE ID: HS8941 (BOARD APPROVED)

AP UNITED STATES GOVERNMENT 
COURSE ID: HS2501  (BOARD APPROVED) 

U.S. Government and Politics will give students an analytical 
perspective on government and politics in the United States.  
This course involves both the study of general concepts used 
to interpret U.S. politics and the analysis of specific case 
studies.  It also requires familiarity with the various 
institutions, groups, beliefs, and ideas that constitute U.S.

When applied to humans, psychology covers everything that 
people think, feel and do.  The use of a systematic method of 
asking and answering questions about why people think, act, 
and feel as they do reduces the chances of coming to false 
conclusions.  Many different approaches are used to 
understand the complex richness of human behavior. 
 
 

AP PSYCHOLOGY 
COURSE ID: HS2530  (BOARD APPROVED) 

AP Psychology will introduce students to the systematic and 
scientific study of the behavior and mental processes of human 
beings and other animals.  Students are exposed to the 
psychological facts, principles and phenomena associated with each 
of the major subfields within psychology.  They also will learn about 
the methods psychologists use in their science and practice.  The 
aim of the AP class is to provide students with a learning experience 
equivalent to that obtained in most college introductory psychology 
courses.  Students will be encouraged to take the AP Exam.  
 

An honor point may be earned in this course. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

TRANSITIONAL PSYCHOLOGY 
COURSE ID: HS2550  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is the study of how psychology can assist in the 
transitions that occur throughout a lifetime.  Specifically, this 
class will show how events from childhood influence 
adolescence and affect adulthood.  In addition, it will look at 
the differences between childhood, adolescence and 
adulthood in terms of morality, emotions, relationships and 
their own identity.  Students will definitely leave this course 
with a better understanding of themselves and others. 
 
 

GOVERNING PRACTICES (LEADERSHIP) 
COURSE ID: HS2571/HS2572  (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course explores the realities of governmental situations 
and institutions.  The class provides a practical exploration of 
individual philosophies and their relationships with 
governmental responsibilities including the budgeting 
process.  Also included are studies of the influences of 
emotional intelligence on problem solving, personal 
interactions and conflict resolution.  Basic elements of service 
learning are explored and put into practice.  A maximum of 
two credits may be earned.

COURSE ID: HS7821/HS7822  (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students enrolled in English Communication will take this 
class.

COURSE ID: HS8963/HS8964 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Work experience is designed to enable students to receive 
high school credit for working after school.  Students obtain 
part-time jobs in the community where their performance and 
attendance is monitored by the work-study coordinator. 
 
Pre-requisite: Student must be 16 years old and approval by 
the work-study coordinator 
 
 

PRE-VOCATIONAL SKILLS (CI PROGRAM) 
COURSE ID: HS8953/HS8954 (BOARD APPROVED) 

These classes are designed to assist students in learning basic 
skills necessary to function in daily life.  Language and math 
skills, career exploration, career decision making and work 
related skills are among the areas of instruction. 
 
 

PERSONAL ADJUSTMENT (CI PROGRAM) 
COURSE ID: HS8955 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is designed to create an awareness and 
understanding of how individuals develop socially and 
emotionally in their environment with emphasis on 
establishing personal goals, developing skills in problem 
solving/decision making skills and understanding one self and 
others. 
 
 

COMMUNITY LIVING SKILLS (CI PROGRAM) 
COURSE ID: HS8957/HS8958 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is designed to improve independent daily living 
skills.

ART HISTORY 1 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS2475   (BOARD APPROVED 8/2009) 

This course will cover material from the Ancient Civilizations 
in the Middle East and its migration westward through 
Europe up until 1800.  This course will introduce students to 
the evolution of the visual expressive arts through lecture and 
actual studio time.  The first semester will emphasize the 
development of architecture and how the human figure was 
expressed in painting and sculpture.  The course will be 
divided into two parts: ½ slide/lecture and ½ hands-on studio 
experiences.  
 
 

ART HISTORY 2 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS2476  (BOARD APPROVED 8/2009) 

This course will cover the evolution of modern art beginning 
with an overview of Asian, African, and South American Art, 
then continuing through Europe and North America to the 
present day.

This course offers students a wide variety of three-
dimensional design experiences including study in the 
mediums of ceramics, metals, jewelry, sculpture, and stained 
glass.

(VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS5400 (1)/HS5410 (2) (BOARD APPROVED 8/2009) 

This course uses the computer to explore areas of commercial 
design and drawing techniques.  Computer software includes 
CorelDraw and Adobe Photoshop.   
 
Recommendation: Art Foundations 
 
 

STUDIO ART 1 & 2 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS5600 (1)/HS5610 (2) (BOARD APPROVED 8/2009) 

Students work independently with teacher guidance in two or 
three dimensional areas of concentration.  In this course, 
students will assemble a portfolio of their art work for college 
admissions, art exhibits or personal use. 
 
Note: Portfolio Presentation 
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AP ART  (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS5624/HS5625 (BOARD APPROVED 8/2009) 

This course includes students who have chosen to specialize in 
two-dimensional design, drawing and painting, or three-
dimensional design.  It is meant to provide students with an 
experience equivalent to a college introductory course within 
a specific concentration.  Students are expected to be 
independent learners who are willing to do what it takes to 
complete at least 30 works of art through the school year, 
illustrating a diversified number of skills within their specific 
chosen concentration.

MIXED CHORUS (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS5001/HS5002 (BOARD APPROVED)

skills of vocal production ς part singing, sight-reading, 
rhythm, and general music ability.

Music is selected from a wide variety of outstanding 
choral literature periods, including swing, popular, and 
contemporary.  Performances will be held in and out of the 
school building.  A high degree of musicianship, tone 
development, skill, self-discipline, and citizenship will be 
required.

CADET BAND (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS5105/HS5106 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Cadet band is available as an introductory band to train 
students for the technical and musical demands of the other 
performing bands.  Students in this band will focus on the 
fundamentals of performance, such as developing a 
characteristic tone, rhythm and counting, music reading 
ability, interpretation skills, and overall musicality.

Attendance 
at all performances is required. 
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SYMPHONIC BAND (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS5111/HS5112 (CHS/SHHS) (BOARD APPROVED) 
COURSE ID: HS 5113/HS5114 (WMHS) 

This instrumental music ensemble performs an array of 
advanced instrumental music literature.  Throughout the 
school year, various performance opportunities will be made 
available and/or are required such as Marching Band, Pep 
Band, Parades, Solo & Ensemble Festival, and the like.   
 
Membership in this course is by audition only.  Attendance 
at all performances is required. 
 
 

JAZZ BAND (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS5121/HS5122 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This unique instrumental music ensemble performs a wide 
variety of jazz, rock, blues, and other types of music utilizing 
the jazz/rock band instrumentation.  Instrumentation includes 
trumpet, trombone, saxophone, drums, piano, guitar, and 
bass.

MUSIC THEORY 
COURSE ID: HS5161/HS5162 (BOARD APPROVED) 

The course will commence with an expanded review of basic 
music fundamentals (rhythm, sight-singing, intervals, keys, 
etc.).  The course content will cover all important aspects of 
common practice music theory (1650-1875) as analyzed in 
selected works of master composers.  These works will 
provide a basis for detailed analyses of the construction and 
part-writing techniques necessary to compose musical 
selections.

COURSE ID: HS4631 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This co-ed class will provide the student with the opportunity 
to improve and/or learn new team sport athletic skills. 
Students will learn sportsmanship, rules, strategies, and refine 
motor skills at a competitive level in several of the following 
areas: football, soccer, softball, basketball, volleyball, 
swimming, and skill activities.  In addition, students will also 
learn how to improve personal physical conditioning which 
will help them achieve optimal healthy and physical fitness.

Recommendation:  Student must be concurrently enrolled in 
Business Externship Related. 
 

 

WEB DESIGN 1 & 2(VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS7711 (1) /  HS7712 (2) (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students learn Macromedia Studio 8, Html, Xhtml, photo 
editing software, and digital imaging. Students will design 
and create Web pages for the community.  Students 
completing Web Design 1 & 2 may qualify for college 
articulation credits. In this course, students will use an on-line 
learning system for lecture notes, exercises, tutorials, on-line 
discussions and assessments with on-line help and email 
available. Students will create and maintain the school 
website using Macromedia Studio 8.  Students in Web Design 
2 will receive further training in html and Adobe Photoshop.   
 
Recommendation: Students should be proficient in 
keyboarding skills and have strong writing skills.  This course 
satisfies the Visual, Performing, and Applied Arts 
requirement. 
 
 

ACCOUNTING 1 (MRC/VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS7311/ HS7312 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course will provide students with the manual and 
computerized accounting skills used in a small business, 
organized as a proprietorship or a corporation.  Students will 
complete realistic accounting simulations and perform duties 
that assist the accountant in recording, sorting, and filing 
financial data.  Manual and computerized competency will be 
exhibited in journalizing and posting transactions; reconciling 
a bank statement; completing a worksheet; creating a trial 
balance, balance sheet, and income statement; adjusting and 
closing entries; and implementing petty cash and payroll 
procedures.  Students completing Accounting I and II may 
qualify for college articulation credits.  In this course, students 
will use an on-line learning system for lecture notes, exercises, 
tutorials, on-line discussions and assessments with on-line 
help and email available. 
 
Math related credit may be earned for the fourth year Math 
requirement, starting with class of 2011. 
 
 

ACCOUNTING 2 (MRC/VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS7321/HS7322 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students will expand their knowledge of manual and 
computerized accounting procedures with emphasis on 
corporation accounting practices.  Decision-making skills in 
budgeting, departmental accounting systems, payroll 
procedures, and simulated accounting experiences will be 
emphasized. In this course, students will use an on-line 
learning system for lecture notes, exercises, tutorials, on-line 
discussions and assessments with on-line help and email 
available. Students completing Accounting I and II may qualify 
for college articulation credits.   
 
Recommendation:  Accounting 1 Math related credit may be 
earned for the fourth year Math requirement .   
 
 
 

ENTREPRENEURSHIP (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS7411 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course focuses on the planning, owning, and running of 
small businesses.  Emphasis is placed on marketing small 
business, the legal requirements of owning and operating 
small businesses, and career opportunities within the field of 
entrepreneurship.  Students completing Entrepreneurship, 
Marketing I and Marketing II may qualify for college 
articulation credits. 
 
 
 

MARKETING 1 
COURSE ID: HS7412 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course provides a foundation in basic principles and 
concepts of marketing, as well as retail merchandising.  
Students will develop skills in promotion, planning and 
budgeting, the nature and scope of selling, economic systems, 
and career-seeking skills.  Students completing 
Entrepreneurship, Marketing I and II may qualify for college 
articulation credits.. 
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MARKETING 2/M ANAGEMENT (MRC/VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS7421/HS7422 (12) (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a required course for students in the Marketing 
Externship.  Topics covered:  Employability Skills, Sales & 
Management, Inventory, Marketing Research, Finance and 
Ownership.  The goal of the course is to help students develop 
the skills necessary to become upwardly mobile as well as 
define career goals and startup requirements should they 
want to start their own business venture. 
 
 Students completing Entrepreneurship or Marketing I and 
Marketing II may qualify for college articulation credits at 
Macomb County Community College, Baker University or 
Ferris State University.   Math related credit may be earned 
for the fourth year Math requirement, starting with class of 
2011.    Recommendation: Entrepreneurship and/or 
Marketing1. 
 

MARKETING EXTERNSHIP (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS7431/HS7432 (12) (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students work part-time in a retail/marketing business.  The student 
worker is periodically evaluated by their supervisor in cooperation 
with the externship coordinator.  The externship experience is an 
earn-while-you-learn part of the marketing program.   
 

Recommendation:  Must be concurrently enrolled in 
Marketing II.  
 

BUSINESS MATH  (MRC) 
COURSE ID: HS7511/HS7512 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a practical math skills course used in everyday life 
concerning money-related problems dealing with income, 
banking, checking accounts, credit cards and discounts.  This 
course requires average reading and mathematics skills. 
 
Math related credit may be earned for the fourth year Math 
requirement, starting with class of 2011.   
 

PERSONAL FINANCE (MRC/VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS7610 (BOARD APPROVED) 

How to manage personal finance is a topic of interest to 
everyone!  We will want to know how to better budget our 
money, save for the future, and plan for our retirement.  
Topics in this course include career planning and financing; 
budgeting; credit card use; insurance planning; investing in 
stocks, bonds, mutual funds; financing a home and car; as 
well as retirement planning.  Studies in these subjects will 
assist the students in making important life decisions and 
prepare them to be knowledgeable consumers and open the 
path for extending their education in the world of finance. In 
this course, students will use an on-line learning system for 
lecture notes, exercises, tutorials, on-line discussions and 
assessments with on-line help and email available. 

BUSINESS LAW (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS7620 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Business law is a one-semester course designed for both 
personal and business use.  Topics include development of

METRO CREDIT UNION ASSISTANT 
COURSE ID: HS7661/HS7662 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This one-year elective course is designed to help students 
become knowledgeable within various aspects of business 
and finance.  Students will learn banking skills in a real-life 
setting at the METRO Credit Union.  Training will include cash 
handling and member transactions in a professional and 
confidential manner.  Students must have good basic math 
skills and good attendance.  Skills learned in this class may 
lead to employment with the Credit Union or within the 
financial industry.  Student tellers earn class credit while 
working at the student branch. 
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FAMILY CONSUMER SCIENCE 
 

 

FOODS AND NUTRITION 1 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS8100 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students will learn about food management, preparation, 
measurements, selection, storage, and serving foods leading 
to more advanced skills and concepts.  Students will discover 
the relationship of nutritious food and a healthy lifestyle. 
 
 

FOODS AND NUTRITION 2 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS8200 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course explores the development of skills in advanced 
food preparation creating healthy snacks, meals, and 
introducing students to culture and cuisine.  Dietary guideline 
concepts will help influence students to make healthy choices.   
 
 

FOODS AND NUTRITION 3 (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS8300 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class allows students, who are interested in food 
preparation skills a chance to explore more difficult cooking 
techniques, understand how this can impact their health and 
explore the school-to-work opportunities that are available to 
them.  Emphasis will be placed on creativity, decision making 
and management skills, and critical thinking skills. 
 
Recommendation:  Foods and Nutrition 1 and 2. 
 
 

FAMILY/PERSONAL LIVING 
COURSE ID: HS8110 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Emphasis of this course is placed on the individual and his or 
her relationships with others.  Areas covered are interpersonal 
skills, family structures and their impact on society, parental 
changes that impact family, and the need of family to 
manage and adapt to change.  The use of personal and 
community resources to resolve family and personal conflict is 
utilized. 
 
 
 
 

INTERIOR DESIGN (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS8120 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is structured to provide basic knowledge in the 
latest housing trends.  Areas to be explored include color and 
design theories, floor plans, accessories and several 
interactive projects. 
 
 

CHILD DEVELOPMENT (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS8130 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course emphasizes the importance of the preconception 
health of parents, the prenatal health of the fetus and mother 
as well as the growth and development of the child from birth 
through infancy. 
 
 

CHILD CARE (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS8140 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course focuses on parental and role models and analysis 
of the childhood setting.  The intellectual, social, emotional 
and physical growth and development of toddlers and 
preschoolers leading to early childhood years are also taught.  
 
Recommendation:  Child Development 
 
 

LIFE MANAGEMENT 
COURSE ID: HS8150 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students will learn management and decision-making skills to 
prepare themselves for independent living and to make 
rational decisions at home and in the workplace. 
 
 

CONSUMER MANAGEMENT 
COURSE ID: HS8210 (BOARD APPROVED)

TECHNOLOGY 
 

BLUEPRINT READING (SHHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6051/HS6052 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class is designed for students needing additional work in 
math skills which would relate to drafting and blueprint 
reading.  Students become familiar with the interpretation as 
well as the construction of various aspects of blueprint 
reading.  It would also include areas of engineering, 
architectural and electrical symbols. 
 
Recommendation: Should not be taken concurrently with 
Fundamentals of Drafting 
 
 

FUNDAMENTALS OF TECHNICAL DRAWING (VPA) 
COURSE ID: HS6101/HS6102 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is designed to strengthen students' abilities and 
educational skills through the use of technical drawing 
equipment and techniques. Technical Drawing is the 
foundation for all Engineering and Architectural careers.  
Students learn basic drafting skills: lettering, sketching, views 
of objects, proportioning of objects, and basic dimensioning. 
This course is designed for beginning students in who are 
interested in exploring fields such as Engineering, Architecture 
and Industrial Design. 
 
 

ENGINEERING DESIGN (CHS & WMHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6301/HS6302 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class is a continuing study of Fundamental of Technical 
Drawing with particular emphasis upon its relationship with 
Engineering. Students will become acquainted with advanced 
dimensioning, sectioning, tolerances, fasteners, and complete 
working drawings.  This course includes several individual and 
small group projects that allow students to apply skills and 
theories learned.  Projects may include a Trebuchet, Pinewood 
cars and cardboard boats. 
 
Recommendation:  Fundamentals of Drafting 
 
 
 
 

ARCHITECTURAL DESIGN (CHS & WMHS) 
COURSE ID: HS311/HS6312 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class is a continuing study of Fundamental of Technical 
Drawing with particular emphasis upon its relationship with 
Architecture. Students will become acquainted with design, 
sketch and drawing the following: plot plan, foundation plan, 
floor plan, exterior elevations, and sections to scale.  This 
course includes several individual and small group projects 
that allow students to apply skills and theories learned.  
Projects may include the concept and design of a high school 
campus, a body in motion and inventions. 
 
Recommendation:  Fundamentals of Drafting 
 
 

ELECTRONICS 1 (CHS & SHHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6121/HS6122 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students learn the basics of D.C. and A.C. fundamentals.  They 
also learn the relationship between voltage, current, and 
resistance through classroom lecture and lab experiments.  An 
analysis of the relationships of test equipment and its 
operating functions are stressed. 
 
Recommendation:  Successful completion of Algebra I 
 
 

ELECTRONICS 2 (SHHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6123/HS6124 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is an in-depth study of the modern solid-state 
technology of semiconductors as it relates to 
communications.  Basic power supply, amplifier and oscillator 
circuits are studied and designed through the use of up-to-
date lab procedures and experiments 
 
 Recommendation:  Electronics 1 
 
 

ELECTRONICS 3 (SHHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6125/HS6126 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class is a comprehensive study of digital logic theory and

Recommendation:  Electronics 2 and Algebra I 
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MANUFACTURING PROCESSES-ELECTRICITY 
(CHS & SHHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6130 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class in basic introduction to electricity leads to the 
understanding of electronics and electricity in household 
wiring, fusing, current and repair of small appliances. 
 
 

MANUFACTURING PROCESSES-METALS (WMHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6150 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This basic course is designed to introduce a student to metal 
working.  Through the use of exercises or projects, the student 
will become acquainted with the safe and proper use of the 
following areas:  lathe, milling machine, bench metals, 
welding, and foundry. 
 
 

PRINCIPLES OF TECHNOLOGY (CHS & SHHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6155 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This course is designed to provide awareness for students in 
all areas of technology to include communications, 
construction, manufacturing, electronics and laser training.  
This hands-on course allows students the opportunity to use 
equipment and various materials in a group setting to solve 
real-life industrial and technical problems.  Principles and 
concepts of technology are reinforced through the use of 
computer-integrated equipment and techniques commonly 
found in an industrial setting. 
 
 

POWER MECHANICS (CHS & WMHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6160 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Power Mechanics covers the operation and service of small 
two and four-cycle gas engines.  Such things as the service 
and repair of snowmobile engines, boat motors, motorcycles 
and lawn movers will be covered. 
 
 

METALS 1 (WMHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6353/HS6354 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This class is a continuing study of machining and metal 
working with particular emphasis on its relationship with 
industrial processes.  Advanced tool and machine operations 
are taught with emphasis on safety and skill development.   
 
Recommendation:  Manufacturing Processes (Metals) 
 
 
 
 
 

 

TRADE AND INDUSTRIAL EXTERNSHIP (2 CREDITS) 
COURSE ID: HS6601-HS6602 (12) (BOARD APPROVED)

The course is designed for the pre-engineering major who 
lacks knowledge in the basic components of computational 
methods for the recovery and application of visual 
information.  Two and three dimensional transformations as 
well as interactive graphical techniques and applications will 
be introduced.  The course will include developing 
competencies in entity construction editing, display layering 
and drawing input/output commands. 
 
Recommendation:  Fundamental Drafting and successful 
completion of Algebra 1 
 

AUTO TECH 1-TWO HR BLOCK (CHS & WMHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6361/HS6362 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a two-hour Career Tech Education program. 
This course covers the basic principles on which the 
automobile engine and drive train operate.  Auto Tech 1 
concentrates on brakes, steering, and suspension.  This course 
allows the student with vocational interest in the automotive 
field to become familiar with some of the elementary service 
procedures.  Students upon successful completion of Auto 
Tech 1 are eligible to receive up to three (3) hours of college 
credit in Macomb Community College Automotive program.   
 
Recommendation:  Power Mechanics 
 

AUTO TECH 2-TWO HR BLOCK (CHS & WMHS) 
COURSE ID: HS6561/HS6562 (BOARD APPROVED) 

This is a two-hour Career Tech Education program. 
The laboratory work allows the student to practice many of 
the major auto service operations.  Auto Tech 2 concentrates 
on electrical systems and engine performance.  Students upon 
successful completion of this course are eligible to receive up 
to three (3) hours of college credit in Macomb Community 
College Automotive program.  Students may also receive one

BIOTECHNOLOGY/HORTICULTURE 1 (2 CREDITS) (VPA) 
AM COURSE ID: HSC133/HSC137 (BOARD APPROVED) 
PM COURSE ID: HSC134/HSC1387 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students are provided with the fundamental skills to pursue 
one or more career pathways in horticulture, including but not 
limited to, floral design, plant anatomy, natural resources and 
alternative energy, with environmental implications and its 
social responsibilities.  Students perform hands on labs, 
develop teamwork skills and have fun expressing their 
creativity. 
 
One science credit can be earned in Botany/Plant Anatomy 
with 80% competency. This course fulfills the Visual, 
Performing Arts requirement (VPA) 
 
 

BOTANY/PLANT ANATOMY (1 CREDITS)  
AM COURSE ID: HSH01A/HSH02A (BOARD APPROVED) 
PM COURSE ID: HSH01P/HSH02P (BOARD APPROVED) 

Botany/Plant Anatomy topics covered include: plant structure, 
plant growth, DNA (genes and cell division), the diversity and 
classification of plants, and uses of plants around the world. 
 
 

BIOTECHNOLOGY/HORTICULTURE 2 (3 CREDITS) (VPA) 
AM COURSE ID: HSC631/HSC635 (BOARD APPROVED) 
PM COURSE ID: HSC632/HSC636 (BOARD APPROVED)

The first and second year students 
will be on a rotating class structure with input from both 
classes. The second year students will be responsible for the 
day to day operations of the business part of the class:

AM COURSE ID: HSC041/HSC045 (BOARD APPROVED) 
PM COURSE ID: HSC042/HSC046 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Take this class and discover the latest in computer art 
technology by using programs such as Photoshop, Illustrator, 
and Maya.  Students will also learn new strategies and 
techniques to improve their traditional art skills.  Emphasis in

PM COURSE ID: HSC062/HSC066 (BOARD APPROVED) 

Students will be provided with the opportunity to learn the 
fundamental skills needed for careers in engineering.  This 
course is designed to provide students with an understanding 
of the basic and advanced functions of the AutoCAD 
(computer-aided drafting) software.  Students will use 
AutoCAD in the creation of drawings in place of traditional 
drafting methods, producing accurate and complete two-
dimensional working drawings in both imperial and metric 
measurements.

This course is designed to provide students with an 
understanding of the basic and advanced functions of the 
CATIA V5 CAD software.  Students will transfer drawings 
between various CAD systems, using various designs, 
engineering, and manufacturing processes to complete 
projects.

A:   Warren Consolidated Schools high school students have 
the opportunity to take any course listed in the catalog.  
However, some courses require an audition or skills based 
tests before being accepted into the program.   
 
Also, many courses are offered only at one location and 
transportation to and from that building may not be 
provided. Students signing up for magnet courses are 
expected to take the course for the entire year. 
 
Transportation is provided for the following magnet 
programs: 

 W.C.S.P.A. ς Warren Consolidated School of 
Performing Arts: Sterling Heights High School 

 Macomb Mathematics, Science & Technology

Q:  Do magnet courses satisfy graduation requirements? 
A:  Yes.  Magnet courses do satisfy graduation requirements.  
Students should see their counselor for further explanation. 
 
 
Q:  How are students ranked in their class?

Courses offering an honor point are 
averaged into the final grade point average.  Rank and GPA is 
recalculated at the end of each semester. 
 
 
Q:  What are the three Graduation Honors? 
A:  

Summa cum Laude ς Highest Honors.  To qualify for 
highest honors, a student must have a 3.900 or 
higher GPA.  Qualifiers will wear an honors tassel, 
stole and medallion at commencement. 
Magna cum Laude ς High Honors.  To qualify for 
high honors, a student must have a 3.500 to 3.899 
GPA.  Qualifiers will wear an honors tassel and a 
stole at commencement. 
Cum Laude ς Honors.  To qualify for honors, a 
student must have a 3.000 to 3.499 GPA.  Qualifiers 
will wear an honors tassel at commencement. 

 
 
Q:  How do I regain credit for courses I did not pass?   
A:  Students who did not pass a course and want to graduate 
with their graduating class are expected to attend summer 
school or enroll in the E2020 credit recovery program. Please 
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see the school counselor for additional credit recovery 
options. 
Q:  What is E2020? 
A:  E2020 is a virtual classroom program designed specifically 
for those who need personalized lesson plans and course 
offerings to ensure individual student achievement.  Students 
may see their counselor for further information. 
 
 
Q:  Is there a Testing Out policy in WCS? 
A:  The Michigan Department of Education requires that 
school districts develop alternatives for students in their 
selection of high school classes.  A student may test out of 
most courses required for graduation.  However, a student

taking.  Testing Out opportunities will be scheduled near the 
end of each semester during the months of January and 
May/June.    Students must meet with their counselor no less 
than three weeks prior to semester exams to receive 
materials and schedule a testing date as determined by the 
district.   See your counselor for further details. 
 
 
Q: Does WCS allow Dual Enrollment? 
A:  Warren Consolidated Schools encourages students to 
attend courses at local colleges, universities, or career 
technical schools in addition to their own high school.   
 
The State School Aid Act contains a provision that directs all 
school districts to assist students in paying tuition and fees 
for courses at Michigan public or private colleges or 
universities, if all of the following conditions are met:   
 
1.  Eleventh and twelfth grade students must be enrolled in at 
least one high school class.  Students desiring dual enrollment 
during junior year must complete and obtain minimum 
requirements of the PLAN or PSAT test. Results of ACT/MME 
may fulfill these requirements. 
 
2. Students must be enrolled in both the school district and 
post-ǎŜŎƻƴŘŀǊȅ ƛƴǎǘƛǘǳǘƛƻƴ ŘǳǊƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ ƭƻŎŀƭ ǎŎƘƻƻƭ ŘƛǎǘǊƛŎǘΩǎ 
regular academic year. 
 
3.  Students must be enrolled in a college course not offered 
by the district or a course offered by the district but not 
available to the student because of scheduling (as 
determined by the district). 
 
4.  The college courses must be academic courses (excludes 
activity courses, physical education, and religious education).  
If interested, see your counselor for more information. 
 
Warren Consolidates Schools is not required to pay for text 
books for dual enrolled courses. 
 
 
 
 

 
Q: What is the Career Prep Center and where is it located: 
A: The Career Prep Center is in Warren Consolidated Schools 
Technical Education Building.  Courses are offered in a variety 
of technical avenues including: Visual Arts, CAD, CAM, CIS, 
Networking, Floral, Landscaping, Culinary Arts, Child Care 
with onsite child care center, Collision Repair, and Health 
Occupations, just to name a few.  The Career Prep Center is 
located at 12200 Fifteen Mile in Sterling Heights (corner of 
Maple Lane and 15 Mile Rd.). 
 
 
Q: Is CPC for college bound students as well as students who 
ŘƻƴΩǘ Ǝƻ ǘƻ ŎƻƭƭŜƎŜΚ 
A: Yes. CPC provides lifelong skills that benefit students who 
plan to attend four year universities and two year colleges as 
well as those who plan to enter the work force immediately 
upon high school graduation. 
 
 
Q: I heard that students can earn college credit at CPC. Is 
this true?  
A: Yes.  Many courses at CPC have articulation agreements 
ǿƛǘƘ ǎƻƳŜ ƻŦ aƛŎƘƛƎŀƴΩǎ ǇǳōƭƛŎ ŀƴŘ ǇǊƛǾŀǘŜ ŎƻƭƭŜƎŜǎ ŀƴŘ 
universities.  An articulation agreement in an agreement 
between CPC and a college or university which determines 
what college credits will be awarded upon successful 
completion of a CPC Course.  Contact the counselor or 
instructors at CPC for further information.   
 
 
Q: Can I attend CPC for the first time as a senior? 
A: Yes, There are many opportunities for seniors.  In fact, they 
actually have senior only programs.   
 
 
Q: Can I take the second year course at CPC before I take the 
first year course? 
A: No. Students must successfully complete year 1 courses of 
a CPC program before taking year 2 courses. 
 
 
Q: Can I attend CPC if I am a Special Education student? 
A. Yes, we have many Special Education Students at CPC and 
have staff members who can help you with special needs. 
 
 
Q: Do I have to provide my own transportation to CPC? 
A: Warren Consolidated Schools provide transportation from 
our high schools to the Career Prep Center.

Q:  What are the requirements set by National Collegiate 
Athletic Association? 
A:  Academic requirements for Division I and II schools ς 
Proposition 48 states that in order to be certified by 
Clearinghouse in fall 2005 or after, the student-athlete must 
follow strict criteria. 
She/he must graduate from high school.  The student must 
earn a grade-point average of at least 2.00 (based on 
maximum 4.00 scale) in a core curriculum.  In Division II, the 
criterion is more inclusive, including the minimum ACT sum 
score of 68. 
 
Applications for student athletes are available from the 
counselor.  Student athletes are advised to start this process 
in the spring of their junior year and are strongly encouraged 
to make an appointment with the counselor to review the 
requirements.  Students, parents, counselors, and coaches 
seeking answers regarding initial eligibility may call 1-877-
