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Since my last letter, we had the following positive cases of COVID-19 reported in the district: 

• 1 staff member at Black 
• 1 staff member at Carter/Wi lde 
• 1 student at Carter 

• 1 student at Cousino 
• 1 student at Crom ie 

All affected students and staff were notified, and affected areas of the schools and buses were 

appropriately cleaned . 

I also want to remind families that our district procedures for managing the spread of COVID-19 

continue to be very effective. Although I have reported more cases recently, our social distancing and 

quarantining affected people are really helping limit the spread of the virus, especially since the majority 

of cases develop outside our schools. 

Please continue to review with your child that facial coverings, over your mouth and nose, are required 

in our schools and ALL Warren Consolidated Schools property, including school buses and outdoor 

venues.
