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In a radio interview earlier today, Governor Gretchen Whitmer said that it is unlikely Michigan 

schools will reopen during the current school year due to the coronavirus pandemic. 

In the coming days, it is likely this issue will be formalized by the state through an Executive 

Order from her, which most certainly will generate new questions about our future. 

For the time being, we continue to stay the course and support our students and families with 

food and online enrichment activities for students. Information continues to be updated at 

WCSKIDS.NET, including next week's food distribution schedule. 

Most important, it has become very clear to me and the WCS Crisis Response Team that we ALL 

need to follow the Governor's order to stay in place as this is the only way to slow down the 

spread of the coronavirus. 

I will keep you posted next week as things develop and please stay in place and be healthy.
