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The Sterling Heights Police confirmed that earlier today there was an altercation on the property at
Willow Woods Elementary involving a group of men, resulting in a weapon being discharged in the

air.

The purpose of this letter is to let you know that no students or programs were operating in the
school, and the police responded quickly. Most important, no students or staff were involved and
the police are conducting a full investigation.
